Portsmouth based Phase One
Electronics has been providing CEM services for the
past 20-years. During this time the company has
specialised in low to medium volume SMT and PTH
assembly for a wide range of markets including
Military, Medical, Automotive and Transport. During
the latter part of 2008, managing director Tony
Stanley saw a niche opportunity to provide a
dedicated BGA rework service for existing customers,
with the potential to extend it to new customers. A
key requirement for the facility was having the ability
to rework large, complex PCBs as well as handling
standard sized boards. Tony quickly identified that IR
